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Holiday thoughts  
Dear Friends,  

We have finally got to the end 
of the school term and we are 
at the school holidays when 
many of us go on holiday. 
Holidays can be times that we 
look forward to and plan for 
months. The trouble is that 
holidays soon come to an end! 
And then we start the count -
down to holidays all over 
again. Holidays can be 
disappointing too with the long 
promised amazing time not 
happening or come back not 
feeling rested at all. 
Sometimes the adverts have 
promised more than the 

holiday can provide. And some 
of us donõt get to go on holiday 
at all and can be longing for 
rest.  

The Bible has something to 
say about all this. Jesus said  

ôCome to me, all you who are 
weary and burdened, and I 
will give you rest. Take my 
yoke upon you and learn from 
me, for I am gentle and 
humble in heart, and you will 
find rest for your 
souls.õ (Matthew 11: 28-29).  

This is not an invitation to a 
special place or an invitation 
open to only those who can 
afford. Jesus instead offers

Jesus promises us the gift of 
refreshing, sustaining and 
everlasting rest.

A yoke was 
the wooden collar that ran 
across the shoulders of a pair 
of oxen and enabled them to 
work the fields. Jesus says to 
us: ôCome to me and get yoked 
to me. Make an act of loyal 
obedience and trust in me. 
And you will find a deep peace 
and satisfaction that you 
could never find anywhere 
else. I have come for you!õ 

This peace does and rest 
comes from stopping for a 
moment - where ever you are 
and asking Jesus for help. 
Then you are on your way to 
real and lasting rest.  

So, this summer what ever 
you are doing - away or at 
home. I pray that you will 
know the real and last rest 
and peace of Jesus.

Continuing our series recording those remembered at St Johnõs, 
100 years after their death.  
 
21 August 1918: Arthur Lawrence Ballard  
Aged 19  

Private in the 1 st Battalion, Lincolnshire Regiment  
Buried: Queenõs Cemetery, Bucquoy 
 
Lawrence Arthur Ballard was born in Long Eaton in 1899, the 
son of John Henry [lace machine builders worker, previously a 
railway shunter] and Elizabeth. In 1911 the family lived at 77 
Bennett Street, Lawrence was aged 12 a scholar, one of six 
children. Enlisted originally into the Notts and Derby Regiment 
at Ilkeston.  
 
21 August 1918: Alfred Towle  
Aged about 19  
Able Seaman in the Drake Battalion of the Royal Naval 
Volunteer Reserve, an infantry battalion  
Buried: Achielt -Le-Grand Communal Cemetery Extension  
 
Born in Long Eaton in 1899, the son of Andrew (blacksmith/
framesmith - machine builder) and Elizabeth, one of nine 
children. In 1911 the family lived at 52 Bennett St. He entered 
the Royal Naval Volunteer Reserve on 7 August 1917 and was 
drafted for the British Expeditionary Force in April 1918, 
though initially spent some time in 10 th  Stationary Hospital 
Calais because he was sick. He joined the Drake Battalion on 
15 May 1918.  
 
Older brothers Arthur, Frederick and Percy also fought, with 
the Sherwood Foresters. His sister Nellie married Cornelius 
Birch who died October 1918.

25 August 1918: William Albert Langley  
Aged 33  
Private in  Sherwood Foresters (Notts and Derby Regiment) 
but transferred to 808th Area Employment Company Labour 
Corps.  
29 Cavendish Road  
Buried: Jerusalem War Cemetery  
Headstone inscription: ôFAITHFUL UNTO DEATHõ 
 
Born in Lenton in 1886, the son of Albert and Amelia Langley; 
Amelia died in 1896 aged 38, closely followed by Albert later 
the same year, aged 33. In 1901 he was boarding with the 
Page family in Long Eaton, aged 15, a bobbin and carriage 
maker. He later married the daughter Edith Page in 1908. In 
the 1911 census he was living at 197 Curzon St aged 26, a 
lace maker, with his wife Edith, daughter Phyllis and younger 
brother Thomas.  
 
His brother Thomas Frederick Langley died on 20 September 
1917.  

 
28 August 1918: George Henry Hunt  
Age 24  
Private in the Queenõs Own (Royal West Kent) Regiment 
19 St James Street  
Commemorated: Vis -en-Artois Memorial  
 
Born at Toton Sidings, the son of Harrison Frederick (Goods 
guard with Midland Railway, died 1918 aged 55) and Emma 
Hunt, one of seven 
children. In 1911  
George was aged 14, a 
lace factory sweeper 
up.  
 
Younger brother of 
Frederick Hunt, killed 
on 19 February 1917
